Continue until the victim starts to wake up, i.e. moves, opens 

eyes and breathes normally. 

Change the person giving CPR every 2 minutes if possible 

Open Airway 

Not breathing normally 

CPR 30 : 2 

Until Defibrillator is attached 

Switch on defibrillator and 

follow it’s verbal instructions   

Following the Defibrillator’s   

       instructions, 

    Shock advised  

Following the defibrillator’s

No Shock advised
